Summary of Legislation: This legislation permits the “sweep” of
district education funds in excess of year-end operating budgets (i.e.
current FY monies left over in the district at school year end) and to
use these monies to offset future FY public education payments from
the state.

Vote Translation:

“YES” on bill = Vote to reduce overall K-2 public education funding and
potentially encourage school districts to spend all allocated dollars in
lieu of “losing” them.

“NO on bill = Vote to preserve overall education funding and promote
good fiscal management on the part of public education

administrators.
