    This legislation calls for an increase of 2% 
in per pupil funding for FY2009-2010 based on prior year levels.  
However, this 2% is calculated on a FY 2008-2009 budget that had 
been reduced by $300 million (See HB 2028/SB1189 First Regular 
Session). It also called for a reduction in charter school additional 
assistance for FY 2009-2010 of $5 million. Finally, this legislation 
contained provisions to remove protection from tenured teachers in 
terms of pay cuts and layoff protections.
