Summary of Legislation: This legislation contains a variety of budget
reductions to public education at all levels including $21 million from
soft capital (soft capital is money used to purchase textbooks,
software and other items students use in classrooms), $13 million
from the Building Renewal fund, $7 million from the Early Childhood
Development Fund, $4 million from charter schools and further cuts to
the Department of Education of $9.58 million. The bill also contains
other provisions related to funding for community colleges and
universities.

Vote Translation:

“YES” on bill = Vote for large cuts to the FY 2008-2009 K-12 and
higher education budgets.

“NO on bill = Vote to maintain previously approved FY 2008-2009 K-
12 and higher education funding.
