Summary of Legislation: This bill repeals the previously enacted FY
2009-2010 K-12 public education budget and replaces it with an
overall budget that includes large cuts to public education. This cut is
specified in companion legislation (SB 1002 of the same special
session) as a $144 million reduction in soft capital (funds used to
purchase textbooks, software and other classroom materials).

Vote Translation:

“YES” on bill = Vote to reduce overall funding for K-2 public education.

“NO on bill = Vote against further cuts to K-12 public education.
