Summary of Legislation: While this legislation increased charter
school funding for K-12, it eliminated funding for repeat kindergarten
and specified a Base Level per pupil funding of $3268 -down from the
FY 2008-2009 original level of $3291. In addition, the legislation
limited career ladder payments to teachers to 2008-2009 levels

Vote Translation:

“YES” on bill = On balance, a vote against public education. Though it
increases charter school funding, this affects only 10% of Arizona’s
public school students. It reduces funding for the rest of the state’s K-

12 public school students.

“"NO on bill = On balance, a vote to maintain support for the most
public school students.
