  Legislation: This bill called for a variety of large cuts to 
K-12 public education including a $175 million cut to soft capital (funds 
used to pay for textbooks, software and other classroom materials), 
which Governor Brewer line-item vetoed.  Cuts that made it into law 
included a continued freeze on building renewal funds, ($230 million); 
no funding for excess utilities ($80 million); fund reductions for Career 
Ladder payments to teachers; the repeal of rapid decline funding ($2.2 
million); a JTED freeze to FY 09 levels ($75 million cut); and other 
public education funding reductions.
